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alphabetical list of the contributors, keeping together the
names of the members of every family.

3. We invite afbention to the following rule of our
denomination: That every church member He required to
contribute to ithe financial support of the church “as the
Lord hata prospered him.” Wilful neglect of this daty is
anfaithfuness to the Lord’s cause, and proves the negligent
orie to be unworthy of a place among the flock of Christ.
Furthermore, in -he futuwe, we prohibit the clerk from
ssuing a church letter to any one who has made no contri-
bution to the cause for any single year,
